To monitor and manage the traffic on the roads along the Kent coastline in the
holiday season.

The Solution

Kent’s coastal towns had no CCTV coverage. With a busy holiday season coming
up, they needed to be able to monitor expected traffic volumes. This involved
coverage of several miles of roads, some of which were literally separated by a large
ridge in the landscape which would have made a wireless radio solution impossible.

SilverNet tackled this by installing radio repeaters via a Church tower, enabling the
coastal cameras to transmit successfully to the control room inland.

The Technical Bit

The remote camera locations used 23dBi integrated radios, configured as CPEs
connecting to A5 Base Stations. These were then backhauled using a set of 23dBi
radios.
